4. FIRST AID MEASURES

If poisoning occurs, contact a doctor or Poisons Information Centre (Phone Australia 131 126, New Zealand
0800 764 766).

Inhalation: Remove victim from exposure - avoid becoming a casualty. Remove contaminated clothing
and loosen remaining clothing. Allow patient to assume most comfortable position and keep warm. Keep at
rest until fully recovered. If breathing laboured and patient cyanotic (blue), ensure airways are clear and
have a qualified person give oxygen through a facemask. If breathing has stopped apply artificial respiration
at once. In the event of cardiac arrest, apply external cardiac massage. Seek immediate medical advice.

Skin contact: If skin or hair contact occurs, immediately remove contaminated clothing and flush skin and
hair with running water. Continue flushing with water until advised to stop by the Poisons Information Centre
or a Doctor; or for 15 minutes and transport to Doctor or Hospital. A component of this material can be
absorbed through the skin.

Eye contact: If in eyes, hold eyelids apart and flush the eyes continuously with running water. Continue
flushing until advised to stop by the Poisons Information Centre or a Doctor; or for at least 15 minutes and
transport to Doctor or Hospital.

7. HANDLING AND STORAGE

Handling: Avoid skin and eye contact and inhalation of vapour, mist or aerosols.

Storage: Store in a cool, dry, well-ventilated place and out of direct sunlight. Store away from incompatible
materials described in Section 10. Store away from sources of heat or ignition. Keep containers closed
when not in use - check regularly for leaks.

10. STABILITY AND REACTIVITY

Reactivity: No reactivity hazards are known for the material.
Chemical stability: This material is thermally stable when stored and used as directed.

Hazardous reactions: Reacts with amines. May react with aluminium or light alloys releasing gas and
causing a subsequent pressure build up in the container.

Conditions to avoid: Elevated temperatures and sources of ignition.
Incompatible materials: Incompatible with oxidising agents, amines, aluminium and light alloys.

Hazardous decomposition products:  Oxides of carbon and nitrogen, smoke and other toxic fumes.
Including hydrogen chloride and phosgene.

11. TOXICOLOGICAL INFORMATION

No adverse health effects expected if the product is handled in accordance with this Safety Data Sheet and
the product label. Symptoms or effects that may arise if the product is mishandled and overexposure occurs
are:

Acute Effects

Inhalation: Material may be an irritant to mucous membranes and respiratory tract. Inhalation of vapour
can result in headaches, dizziness and possible nausea. Inhalation of high concentrations can produce
central nervous system depression, which can lead to loss of co-ordination, impaired judgement and if
exposure is prolonged, unconsciousness.

Skin contact: Contact with skin may result in irritation. A component of this material can be absorbed
through the skin with resultant toxic effects.
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Ingestion: Swallowing can result in nausea, vomiting and central nervous system depression. If the victim
is uncoordinated there is greater likelihood of vomit entering the lungs and causing subsequent
complications. Aspiration pneumonia (inflammation of the lung) may result.

Eye contact: May be an eye irritant.
Long Term Effects: No information available for product.

Acute toxicity / Chronic toxicity:
No LD50 data available for the product. However for the constituent,

DICHLOROMETHANE:
Oral LD50 (rat): 2,100 mg/kg.

Dichloromethane is converted to carbon monoxide in the body which reduces the oxygen carrying capacity
of the blood. This is reflected in raised carboxyhaemoglobin levels in the blood.

A chronic inhalation study in mice has shown that dichloromethane is carcinogenic in this species. Malignant
tumours were observed in both the liver and lung at levels well above the occupational Exposure Standard.
However, additional studies in the mouse, rat and hamster have shown no significant evidence of a
carcinogenic effect.

The carcinogenic effect in mice is considered specific to this species and is unlikely to occur in humans. This
is due to well established differences in the metabolic pathways between rodents and humans.

Several major studies in human workers have shown no causal relationship between exposure to methylene
chloride and an increase in the incidence of cancer.

This material has been classified by the International Agency for Research on Cancer (IARC) as a Group
2B. Group 2B - The agent is possibly carcinogenic to humans.
